DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 56-year-old white female patient of Dr. Bhatt that was referred to this office because of the presence of microalbuminuria. This patient has a history of diabetes mellitus that has been under control. The patient decided to follow the instructions regarding the diet, has lost 8 pounds of body weight and the hemoglobin A1c went down from 7.1 in April to 6.3 on September 1, 2024.

2. The patient has a kidney function that is consistent with 96 mL/min of GFR, the creatinine is 0.73, the BUN is 15, the albumin-to-creatinine ratio is 60. My impression is that with the administration of the SGLT2 along with blood sugar control and blood pressure control as well as fighting the morbid obesity, the patient is going to continue improving the general condition.

3. Morbid obesity. The patient is thinking in the recommendation by the gastroenterologist of bariatric surgery. She is going to go to Celebration Hospital for the first consultation at the end of this month.

4. Chronic obstructive sleep apnea that is treated with the administration of CPAP.

5. Essential hypertension.
6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. I have to point out that there was a cyst in the prior ultrasound that we had, however, the cyst is not present in the CT scan with contrast that was done on June 4, 2024. The case was discussed with the radiologist. We are going to reevaluate this case in six months with laboratory workup.
The time spent in the service 10 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face and the radiology call 25 minutes and in the documentation 9 minutes.
