Dear Dr. Klugas:

This is a followup for Mr. Stahl with advanced renal failure, metastatic renal cancer, and nephrotic range proteinuria at the time of immunotherapy.  These medications were discontinued.  They are going to do ablation treatment of his kidney lesions at Midland.  There is no specific date for the metastatic lung cancer.  There are plans for radiotherapy Dr. Fireman.  He is going to have an AV fistula next week.  Presently, weight and appetite stable.  Denies gastrointestinal or urinary symptoms.  No decrease in the urine volume.  Presently, no edema, chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  Review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  On phosphorus binders and vitamin D125.  As blood pressure, remains on Cardura, Coreg, Norvasc, and losartan.  Anticoagulated with Eliquis.
Physical Examination:  Weight is stable 236 pounds.  No respiratory distress.  Lungs are clear.  No pulmonary edema.  No pericardial rub.  No abdominal ascites or tenderness.  Stable edema nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine at 5.8 from July representing a GFR 12 stage V.  Normal sodium, potassium, and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus at 4.8.  Anemia 10.6.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage V, underlying metastatic clear cell renal cancer, lung metastases to receive radiotherapy.  Plans for ablation of kidney abnormalities, off immunotherapy because of worsening renal failure and nephrotic syndrome.  Preparing for dialysis and hopefully AV fistula soon.  Presently no symptoms of uremia.  We start dialysis based on symptoms.  He might be too late for that fistula to mature and I afraid that he might require dialysis through tunnel catheter when the symptoms develop.  Continue phosphorus binders and restricted diet.  Continue vitamin D125 for secondary hyperparathyroidism.  Present nutrition, electrolytes, and acid base stable.  Present hemoglobin above 10.  No need for EPO treatment.  Chemistries in a weekly basis.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
