The patient is short on breath on O2, confused, significant memory loss, sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day, eating very little, KPS score of 40%, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. Overall, prognosis is quite poor. She suffers from cardiac cachexia. She requires turning to reduce the chances of developing pressure sores even though they are unavoidable because of her protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient with decreased appetite and weight loss as well continues to be hospice appropriate. Life expectancy at six months or less should the illness run its normal course.
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
