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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 91-year-old patient of Dr. Midence that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IV. The contributory factors for the CKD stage IV are related to arteriosclerotic heart disease and congestive heart failure leading to cardiorenal syndrome, type II diabetes that has been under control, hyperlipidemia and arterial hypertension as well as the aging process. The patient has maintained a serum creatinine that is 2.3, a BUN of 40, and estimated GFR around 20 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria, no evidence of microalbuminuria, is in very stable condition.

2. The patient has arteriosclerotic heart disease and congestive heart failure. The auscultation of the lungs is completely clear. The lungs are clear. There is no evidence of peripheral edema. The patient has gained 4 pounds of body weight. She is in no distress, but she is oxygen dependent. She does not have any specific complaints. My main concern is the presence of a change in the hemoglobin from 12.6 in May to 11.2 g on August 30, 2024. We are going to make Dr. Midence aware of the change and he will do the workup.

3. The patient has a history of type II diabetes mellitus that is under control.

4. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.

6. Gastroesophageal reflux disease without any esophagitis. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup.
