DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 86-year-old Hispanic female that is back in the office because of two acute issues. 1) The patient had a spot in the right side of the face that was evaluated by the dermatologist upon my request and the impression is that it is seborrheic keratosis. 2) The patient had pain in the right lower extremity. Doppler ultrasound arterial was ordered. However, she was never called for the test. The patient states that she is feeling better after she started to exercise and we are going to postpone the execution of the test.

2. Hypertension under control.

3. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

4. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. Reevaluation in six months with laboratory workup.
