This is an 89-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnosis of _______. She has lost the ability to mentate. She used to be oriented x 1, but no longer is. She is confused. She is babbling most of the time. She has a tremendous weight loss another 3½ pounds. She is totally and completely bedbound, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. The patient’s son Roy is a primary caregiver. She is now sleeping 20 to 22 hours a day. No longer able to ambulate. She has a KPS score of 40%, decreased appetite, eating very little. The son wants her to be comfortable, so he is not pushing her to eat anything; end is very near for this woman. She is able to take Ensure, but that is a problem now because of aspiration. Overall prognosis is quite poor. Given the usual course of the disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate for that reason.
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
