Evelyn is an 83-year-old lady who is currently on hospice with history of neurocognitive disorder with Lewy bodies.
Karen is her daughter and is the primary caregiver. Karen tells us that she is eating very little. She continues to lose weight. She has very little appetite. Her KPS score is 40%. She has had recurrent respiratory and urinary tract infection, which is a dead giveaway for end-stage neurocognitive disorder and the fact that most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease. She remains hospice appropriate. She is ADL dependent totally (bowel and bladder incontinence), requires turning every two hours; she is staying in bed now all the time and sleeping about 18 to 20 hours a day. Her weight loss is unavoidable and so is the lack of appetite. She has lost probably another 2½ pounds; she had lost originally 20 pounds to begin with and appears debilitated and with generalized debility and weight loss.
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
