The patient is seen with complaints of sore throat left greater than right for the past three days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Tonsil stones.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Plays football.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Recurrent tonsil stones with self-removal.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight pharyngeal edema. Neck: Right posterior cervical adenopathy 1+. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Tonsillitis, tonsillar stones by history.

PLAN: Given prescription for Z-PAK. Advised to gargle with saltwater and to use Q-tips p.r.n. for removal of stones. Advised to see PCP about referral to ENT doctor. Given prescription of Z-PAK and injection of Rocephin.
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
