Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Mayberry comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of low vision. He states that he had trauma to his right eye when he was an infant and as a result has never had good vision with the right eye. He graduated from high school and worked as a chef in a restaurant. Currently, he is unemployed for non-medical reasons. He does not use eye drops. He denies an interval change since his examination with Dr. Fifield on June 21, 2022. He states that he measures 5’7” and weighs 219 pounds without shoes.
On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/800 on the right and 20/20 on the left at distance. This is with a spectacle correction of plano on the right and –0.50 –0.50 x 050 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.50 measures 20/800 on the right and 20/30 on the left at 14 inches. The pupil on the right side is fixed and not reactive. The pupil on the left is round and reactive. There is an afferent defect on the right side. The muscle balance shows a right-sided exotropia. The muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 17 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows a moderate central corneal scar on the right side with associated peripheral anterior synechiae. There is 5+ dense nuclear sclerosis in the lens. On the left side, the anterior segment is unremarkable. There is a small inferior corneal pannus and mild nuclear sclerosis in the lens. The fundus examination is not possible on the right side because of the dense cataract and the corneal scar. On the left side, the fundus examination is unremarkable. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.5. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids are unremarkable.
Visual field testing utilizing Goldman-type perimeter with a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 16 degrees of horizontal field on the right with a small constricted pattern and nasal loss, and 111 degrees of horizontal field on the left without constriction on the left side.

Assessment:
1. Corneal scar, right eye.

2. Cataract, right eye.
3. Amblyopia, right eye.
Mr. Mayberry has clinical findings that are consistent with the low level of vision measured on the right side. Based upon these findings, one would expect him to have difficulties with depth perception. However, with the function of the left eye he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. 
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He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. He does not show signs of fatigue nor displays signs nor symptoms of medication toxicity. The prognosis for the right eye is poor. The prognosis for the left eye is good.
