1. This is the clinical case of a 94-year-old white female that is seen in the hospital because of hypoactivity, lack of appetite and significant blood lost. The patient has lost 17 pounds in the last four months. The patient does not have any appetite and she gets full with tiny amounts of food and, if she eats more of what she feels like tolerating, she develops vomiting. We know that this patient is a COPD’er. She has some dyspnea upon exertion, she has coronary artery disease, but does not seem to have the case of exacerbation of these entities.
2. Arteriosclerotic heart disease that is compensated.

3. The patient has chronic obstructive pulmonary disease that does not seem to be exacerbated.

4. Hypothyroidism that is going to be reevaluated.

5. Hypertension that is under control.

6. Hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to order a CT scan of the chest, abdomen and pelvis and laboratory workup and reevaluate the patient after we get the results.
