CC: Increased restless legs symptoms, right hip pain and clarification of mouthwash use.
HPI: A 74-year-old female seen in room at her request. She was observed sitting up watching television, was alert when I came in. She starts bringing up different issues and I just have to intervene to get her to focus. The patient has a long history of RLS that has been effectively treated with 0.5 mg ropinirole. She states that there are times intermittently over the past month where she will awake in the middle of the night with RLS symptoms and she does not have a p.r.n. for this medication. She ambulates with a walker and she has long history of Parkinson’s disease, states that recently her right hip has been bothering her. She denies any falls or trauma. The patient, on 08/23/2024, began treatment with doxycycline for Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI, tells me that she thinks that it did not get rid of the UTI despite being on five days, which exceeds the standard of care treatment time. She denies any falls, has been undergoing a lot of dental work, telling me about the cost and the different problems that have occurred. She was prescribed a specific mouthwash by the dentist to be used a.m. and h.s. while undergoing this dental work being done in series, the people are bringing it to her in varying amounts and she shows me the dentist’s orders are for 15 mL p.o. a.m. and h.s., so I told her I would clarify that order.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability with falls, RLS, HTN, HLD, anxiety disorder, glaucoma, hypothyroid, chronic pain and advanced Parkinson’s disease.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 08/21/2024 note.
ALLERGIES: Multiple, see chart.
DIET: NAS.
CODE STATUS: Full code.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is seen in room. She is alert and interactive.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 110/82, pulse 74, temperature 98.0, respiratory rate 16, and 112 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently in her apartment, walker outside of room. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear, voices needs, understands given information. She will start going from one problem to the next and has to be redirected to focus on limited number of issues at one time. She has been redirected this way before, so is compliant.
SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Status post Klebsiella pneumoniae UTI treatment with doxycycline 100 mg b.i.d. x 5 days, started treatment on 08/24/2024, it was completed 08/29/2024. The patient contends that she does not believe it got rid of her UTI. I told her this one time we would recheck a urine to make sure it is cleared.
2. Refractory RLS symptoms. Continue with current dose of ropinirole 0.5 mg at h.s. and I am writing for a 0.5 mg dose to be given any time overnight p.r.n. x 1 and the patient knows that she is to call for staff.

3. Right hip pain. X-rays PA and diagonal films as appropriate.

4. Dental work. She has prescription mouth rinse to be used a.m. and h.s. as she is undergoing this extensive dental work in steps, so clarifying that it is to be dispensed 15 mL q.a.m. and h.s.
