HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 14-year-old young man comes in with a rash.
He and his friends have been building a fort in the woods. He has been spending lot of time in the woods. He complains of having a welty rash on his body and his legs, very itchy especially at nighttime.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Childhood immunization up-to-date. COVID immunization none.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He is not exposed to smoke. He lives at home with mother and father. He is not using any drugs.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: It looked like ant bite at first, but then there developed few welts and that is what mother has been concerned about. No hematemesis or hematochezia. No seizure or convulsion reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: He weighs 163 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 97.8. Respirations 20. Pulse 83.

HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: Evidence of wheal/flare reaction consistent with type I hypersensitivity.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Allergic reaction.

2. Treat with six days of prednisone.

3. Benadryl for nighttime.

4. Claritin during the day.

5. If rash increases or it changes in consistency and/or severity, they will return for evaluation at that time.
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
