COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He lives with mother and father. No smoking exposure.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is not septic.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 30 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 99. Respirations 20. Pulse 138.

HEENT: TMs are red bilaterally. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Mother knows that there is no treatment for COVID. She does not want any treatment for the flu. We are going to give him some antibiotic. So, we did not do any strep testing today. So, he got Motrin for fever. She knows how to alternate between Motrin and Tylenol. He also got a prescription for Bromfed low dose at a quarter teaspoon every eight hours and also Amoxil 400 mg half a teaspoon twice a day as well as he is using his medication for reactive airway disease albuterol 1.25 mg per nebulizer that she knows how to use. If there are any changes in his condition, she will let us know. Again, she works for a pediatric clinic for eight years. She recognizes issues and problems and child does not appear to be septic for sure.
2. Reactive airway disease.

3. Fever.

4. Continue with nebulizer treatments.

5. Prescriptions discussed with mother at length before leaving the office.
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
