HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a healthy 9-month-old baby who mother brings to the office because of a bump with a small pustule on the scalp and a bump with no pustule on the right temple. The child is alert, awake and eating well, does not appear to be septic, does not appear to be sick. The bumps have been there for a day or two, but mother was concerned because the one on the scalp has a whitehead.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking exposure. This is mother’s first baby. The baby lives with mother and father. No one smokes around him.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress. He does not appear to be septic.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 22 pounds. Temperature 98.2. Not tachycardic and not septic.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: _______.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN: As far as the skin is concerned, there is a small 1 mm bump on the scalp consistent with an insect bite, same thing on the left side, same thing on the right temple. I believe these are insect bites. I am going to treat the baby with Benadryl liquid half a teaspoon 6.25 mg as needed. Also, if there are any more bumps noted, they will call. There is no sign of erysipelas and/or strep infection consistent with other skin staph or strep infections. We will treat with Benadryl at this time. No evidence of impetigo or erysipelas at this time. Discussed findings with mother at length before leaving.
