She has had no symptoms or history of DKA.
She comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: EGD multiple times, pyloric stenosis repair at age 7 weeks, tonsils and adenoids. Esophagitis that was mentioned and then the diabetes.
MEDICATIONS: Humalog and Dupixent.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
CHILDHOOD IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Last period last week.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 96 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 20. Pulse 83. Blood pressure 113/59.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
NECK: Anterior and posterior chain lymphadenopathy noted.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Otitis media.

2. Lymphadenopathy.

3. Pharyngitis.

4. Strep negative.

5. COVID negative.
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6. Flu test is negative.

7. Treat with Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d. since the patient is on a biologic.

8. Diabetes. Mother is quite versed in knowing how to take care of the child’s diabetes.

9. If fever, chills or worsening symptoms noted, they will call me right away.

10. Finish the dose of Amoxil nevertheless.
