This is an 81-year-old gentleman currently on hospice with CHF. The patient was seen today for face-to-face evaluation. Mr. Conner tells me that he is no longer able to get out of the house because he gets short of breath when he just takes one or two steps. He gets short of breath when he is talking to me. He has O2. He uses O2 most of the time, but he states sometimes he forgets.

He has a provider. He also has a history of dementia with hypoperfusion. His O2 saturation is only 89% today. He fits the American Heart Association class IV of congestive heart failure associated with shortness of breath at rest. He is tachycardic. He also has cryptogenic cirrhosis with passive congestion of the liver. He also suffers from history of liver cancer metastatic, has refused chemo or radiation therapy in the past. He appears very weak. He is bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, KPS score of 40%. Overall prognosis remains quite poor for this very thin debilitated 81-year-old gentleman with multiple medical issues and problems and currently on hospice. Given current progression of the disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live and he is hospice appropriate.
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
