This is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with atherosclerotic heart disease and COPD. The patient does have angina. The patient does continue to smoke. The patient does have COPD. The patient does have O2 available, but she refuses to use it because she wants to smoke whenever she wants wherever she wants. She also knows that smoking with oxygen use can cause fire and can cause her death and that is why she is afraid to use her oxygen. She also suffers from hypertension, glaucoma as, I said atherosclerotic heart disease and coronary artery disease not responsive to. No longer a candidate for stent and/or CABG procedure.
She has a history of hypertension controlled with lisinopril, also has chronic back pain controlled with Norco.
The patient has PND and orthopnea. The patient does not use oxygen, but has oxygen available to her. The patient has weight loss consistent with cardiac cachexia, tiredness, debility, orthopnea, PND and symptoms of angina.
The patient had nitroglycerin by her bedside, but she does not know what happened to it, she thinks maybe someone took it and we will get some nitroglycerin for her by bedside because she does wake up in the middle of night both with chest pain and shortness of breath. Overall, prognosis remains poor given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live and is hospice appropriate.
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
