This is a 70-year-old gentleman bedbound with history of congestive heart failure, shortness of breath, PND, orthopnea, pedal edema, right-sided heart failure with a KPS score of 40%. The patient continues to be short of breath with any type of activity, also suffers from renal insufficiency, anemia, and debilitation with severe weakness.
The patient has history of angina as well as anxiety and adjustment disorder. He is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent. He has not been out of his bed for over years.
The patient requires turning every two hours to keep him from developing pressure sores on his bony prominence and has history of hyperlipidemia, BPH, atrial fibrillation, and insomnia. Overall prognosis remains poor and most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of his disease.
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
