Mr. Brown is a 68-year-old rather obese gentleman on hospice for COPD. The patient has been evaluated today for face-to-face evaluation. He is a smoker. He is complaining of being weak. He gets short of breath when he walks more than two or three steps. He does have oxygen available, but he chooses not to use it for most of the time. His O2 sat is 90% on room air and heart rate is 100 today. The patient tells me that he is weak. He has leg pain. He has venous stasis ulcers that he has a Unna boot in place. Norman has been getting more short of breath, he uses his nebulizer on regular basis. He is weak. He has bouts of bowel and bladder incontinence and requires help with ADL. He has a caretaker that lives with him 24/7 on regular basis. Overall prognosis is poor for Mr. Brown given the natural progression of the disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live.
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
