He also has had issues with weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition. He states he eats as much as he can, but he is just not gaining weight. He complains of being weak. He also has chronic cough and chest pain because of his long-standing coccidioidomycosis with any kind of activity, but at rest his O2 sat is stable. Today, his O2 sat was 98% with a heart rate of 91. He requires help with ADL and which puts him at a KPS score of 40% at this time. He becomes tachycardic and anxious with any kind of activity. He has issues with bladder incontinence and he states that he was supposed to become stronger with the pacemaker that was placed two months ago or so, but since then he has not had an increased strength and actually as a matter of fact he feels worse. I explained to him that is most likely related to his congestive heart failure and his low ejection fraction. Also, explained to him that given the natural progression of his disease he most likely has six months or less to live despite the new pacemaker he has received. He appears to understand _______
