This is a 66-year-old black gentleman currently on hospice with mesothelioma, weight loss, ADL dependency, weakness, shortness of breath. He was found to have O2 sat of 85%. His oxygen machine got damaged during the hurricane, he is in desperate need of another oxygen machine. He has been using his nebulizer at least four to six times a day because of his shortness of breath and worsening breathing issues related to his end-stage mesothelioma. His wife tells me that he has lost another five pounds. He does not want to eat. He is weak. He is short of breath. He has protein-calorie malnutrition, hypoxemia; uses oxygen at 3 L when it is working, but again his oxygen is not working and needs a new one tomorrow. He is controlling his seizure with Keppra 1 g twice a day and he is spending 14 to 16 hours a day in his bed now. Overall prognosis remains poor given the natural progression of his disease i.e. mesothelioma, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
