Dear Mrs. Ferguson:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Gross with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension with history of bladder cancer.  Her last visit was one year ago August 30, 2023.  Since that time her husband passed away in June 2024 just a few weeks before his 70th anniversary and his 90th birthday so she is grieving for her husband currently.  She has lost 3 pounds over the last year, but otherwise is feeling very stable.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  No edema.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 115 pounds.  Pulse 72.  Blood pressure 138/76.
Labs:  Most recent labs were done 08/29/2024.  Creatinine is stable at 1.15, estimated GFR is 46, albumin 4.2, calcium 9.4, sodium is 134 that is up from 131, potassium 4.4, carbon dioxide 31, phosphorus 3.7, hemoglobin 12.4 with normal white count and normal platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease stable overtime.  No progression and no symptoms.

2. Hypertension is near to goal.

3. History of bladder carcinoma surgery followed by Dr. Maatman.  We will continue to check labs every six months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in 12 months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
