Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a followup for Mrs. Hoffman with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, and small kidney on the left-sided.  Last visit in March.  No hospital visit.  She has some weight loss from being physically active summertime.  Eating well and walks.  Minor edema lower extremities, arthritis and compression stockings.  Extensive review of system done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I want to highlight the Norvasc and HCTZ.
Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 148/70 on the right-sided.  Lungs are clear. No arrhythmia.  No ascites.  Minor edema and nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries, creatinine 1.31 stable or improved for a GFR of 38 stage IIIB.  Labs reviewed.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IIIB stable overtime.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis with underlying hypertension and small kidney on the left-sided.  Presently stable anemia.  No EPO treatment.  Iron levels normal low.  Electrolytes and acid base stable.  No need for phosphorus binders.  Normal nutrition and calcium.  Chemistries stable.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
