Dear Dr. Jinu:

This is a followup for Mr. Wade he goes by Don.  According to wife memory issues and hard of hearing.  Uses CPAP machine at night.  He walks at least four blocks every day.  Extensive review of system done being negative.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I am going to highlight Norvasc, hydralazine, and nitrates for blood pressure control.  They are using an over-the-counter medications for memory, on bicarbonate replacement.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 178 pounds stable and blood pressure 110/62.  He has a pacemaker.  No respiratory distress.  Pleasantly confused.  Distant heart tones.  No consolidation.  No major edema, nonfocal.

Labs:  Chemistries July, creatinine 2.4 representing a GFR 27 stage IV stable overtime.  Low sodium.  Other labs stable.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage IV has been stable for at least the last two to three years.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No indication for dialysis.  Underlying hypertension, which appears to be well controlled.  Prior right-sided nephrectomy.  No recurrence of cancer.  There is low sodium representing fluid intake and how his body handles water.  Otherwise, potassium, acid base, nutrition, calcium, and phosphorus normal and there is no anemia.  All questions answered.  Come back in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
