Dear Dr. McConnon:

This is a followup for Mr. Meyers with chronic kidney disease, hypertension, history of elevated calcium, history of prostate cancer, diabetic nephropathy, and proteinuria.  Last visit April.  Comes in a wheelchair.  No hospital visit.  Lost weight but states to be eating well.  No vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, or bleeding.  He is presently Assisted Living at Crestwood.  Recent fracture on the right leg and surgery done, no complications.  This was at Grand Rapids.  Presently, no chest pain, palpitation, or increase of dyspnea.  No oxygen, inhaler, or CPAP machine.  Denies orthopnea or PND.  Memory issues and speech problems.  Review of system negative stable.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  I will highlight diabetes cholesterol management.  Otherwise blood pressure metoprolol, Norvasc, and losartan.  Diabetes includes Jardiance.
Physical Examination:  Present weight 188 pounds, previously 204 pounds and blood pressure 130/64.  Lungs are clear.  No respiratory distress.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  A brace on the right ankle.  No edema on the left.  He is pleasant and has normal speech.

Labs:  Most recent chemistries are from June at that time creatinine 1.7, which is baseline.  Normal sodium and potassium in the low side.  Normal acid base and high glucose.  Normal calcium.  Mild anemia is 12.6.  Present GFR 44.

Assessment and Plan:  CKD stage III, prior elevated calcium associated to elevated vitamin D125 presently improved.  Anemia has not required EPO treatment.  Continue present blood pressure medications.  Tolerating Jardiance.  No indication for dialysis.  Management of his underlying dementia.  Come back in the next four to six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
