HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a history of neck pain. He has had surgery with fusion three years ago and complains of no radiating pain and no numbness or tingling in the arms, but states that he used the Medrol Dosepak in the past when he has had this pain before and he requests another one.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, dyslipidemia, kidney cancer, and stroke.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Back and neck surgery, kidney surgery and left shoulder surgery.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3, in no acute distress.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement. Mild left-sided trapezius muscle spasm is noted. Limited range of motion due to fusion.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Cervicalgia without radiation and muscle spasms.
PLAN: We will treat with Medrol Dosepak and cyclobenzaprine. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
