HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 62-year-old male presents to the clinic complaining of a mosquito bite on his right arm that itches. It happened three days ago and has been using calamine lotion, but it has not gone away. No joint pain. No discomfort. No fever.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes. Unknown heart condition.

ALLERGIES: COFFEE and FLU SHOT.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of tobacco or alcohol use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions. There is an isolated red raised papule without pus or without draining noted on the right biceps.
ASSESSMENT: Insect bite.

PLAN: We will continue using the calamine lotion and we will also start on Medrol Dosepak for inflammation. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
