The patient was seen via Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Frances is a 48-year-old married African American female, has a history of schizophrenia paranoid type. The patient has been noncompliance with the medication and gets decompensated. Recently she has been taking her medication regularly and has been compliant with the Abilify 30 mg daily and Benadryl 25 mg at bedtime. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate. Speech was clear. She denies any suicidal thoughts. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusions. She denies any problem in relationship with her husband. I further educated her about the medication and also encouraged for the compliance and adherence with the treatment to which she agreed. So far, she described she does not have any problem. There was no involuntary movement or any symptoms of akathisia, restlessness or any drooling. 

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder, bipolar type.

PLAN: The patient has been taking Benadryl 37.5 mg daily so #45 tablets were given and Abilify 30 mg daily. The patient already was given a prescription two weeks ago. I will see her again in two weeks for further adjustment of the medications and the treatment. Prognosis guarded.
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
