SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Mr. Vancleave is a 66-year-old married Caucasian male who has been in treatment for paranoid thoughts, mood swings, difficulty in relationship with his wife, but since he is taking medication, he has shown improvement and has shown stability with the current treatment. He described that he has been getting along with his wife. Wife does not have any complaint. He is taking his medication and is compliant with the medication. He denies any mood swings. Denies any hallucinations or any paranoid delusion. He was alert and oriented. Mood was euthymic. Affect was appropriate, pleasant, cooperative, and attentive. No side effect of the medication. His wife does not report any problem. Risks, benefits, and side effects explained. The patient was provided support and education about the medication and importance of listening to his wife for better compliance and improvement in relationship.

ASSESSMENT: Schizoaffective disorder and mild tremors in hand.

PLAN: Continue Depakote ER 500 mg at bedtime, Seroquel 400 mg at bedtime and Seroquel 100 mg in the morning. Risks, benefits, and side effects explained. A 90-day supply was ordered. Followup appointment was given in 30 days.
