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ECHO Report

Final Interpretation:
This patient was extremely difficult to record images and various structure including left ventricular measurements and contractility plus aortic valve measurements could not be done adequately. Please correlate following echocardiographic findings clinically.
1. Normal ventricular systolic function. Ejection fraction 55% to 60%.

2. Persistent atrial fibrillation. Diastolic function cannot be evaluated.

3. Mild aortic stenosis. Aortic valve area 1.8 cm2. Mean gradient across aortic valve is 9 mmHg. In the aortic valve area, Dimensionless index 0.44.
4. Moderate degree of left atrial enlargement.

5. Mild to moderate degree of right atrial enlargement.

6. Ascending aorta aneurysm. Ascending aorta diameter 4.1 cm.
7. Mild mitral annular calcification.

8. Mild tricuspid regurgitation. Right ventricular systolic pressure 42 mmHg which suggests mild pulmonary hypertension.
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
