A 79-year-old woman currently on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the brain. The patient continues to lose weight. She is more confused. She requires the help of the caretaker now 27 x 7. She is not eating very much. She appears agitated. She requires medication to control her pain and her symptoms of agitation. She has severe muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, and anxiousness, change in personality related to her brain tumor.
Again, she has lost tremendous amount of weight. She probably weighs between 60 to 65 pounds at this time. The patient does have history of seizures. Previously, there was more controlled, but given the increased size of the brain tumor, she appears to have some seizures, but not as strong as they were before. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She has refused chemo and radiation therapy in the past. She has a KPS score of 40% and she very definitely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
