She does have orthopnea and PND at nighttime. She continues with her losartan for blood pressure control, Norco and diltiazem. The patient has lost 40 pounds. She used to weigh 163 pounds, now she weighs 123 pounds. She used to be office manager before she became disabled because of her COPD. Overall prognosis is poor. She has a KPS score of 40%. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
