DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 56-year-old white male that has a background of a bipolar disorder and used to live in Port Charlotte and moved to this area. He is a known case of chronic kidney disease stage IIIB with an estimated GFR that is around 43 mL/min with the serum creatinine that is oscillating between 1.9 and 2 mg%. There is evidence of microalbuminuria as well as a protein-to-creatinine ratio that is around 700 mg/g of creatinine. The ultrasound of the kidney that was done on August 30, 2024 was unremarkable. The reason for the proteinuria has to be found. There is in the history angiomyosarcoma of the cervical area that was treated many years ago at the Moffitt Cancer Center; followup has not been given. Recently, the patient had intestinal resection after perforation followed by significant gastrointestinal bleed. If all of this is interrelated is unknown.

2. The patient has a profound iron deficiency. The laboratory workup that was done on September 3, 2024, shows that the patient has a hemoglobin of 9 g%, the ferritin is 7, the iron saturation is 4, the serum iron is 15, and the iron-binding capacity is 427. The patient has profound iron deficiency. He has an appointment with the Florida Cancer Center to start iron infusions in the coming weeks. I am going to postpone the workup for the proteinuria up until we resolve the case of the severe and profound iron deficiency.

3. Hyperlipidemia that is under control.
4. Gout without exacerbation.
5. Arterial hypertension that is under control.
6. The patient has a history of gastroesophageal reflux disease without esophagitis. A very unstable condition. We are going to give an appointment to see us in 10 to 12 weeks. We are going to order the basic protein-to-creatinine ratio, CMP, iron, and CBC.
We invested reviewing the lab 15 minutes, in the face-to-face 20 minutes, and in the documentation 7 minutes.
