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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in August 1997.  The patient was strike by a lightening.  The patient tells me that she was struck by lightning threw her into a tree.  She bounced off from the tree and landed on the ground.  She was lying on the ground, she hit her head.  The patient tells me that she had immediate loss of consciousness.  She was out of consciousness for approximately 3 to 5 minutes.  When she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient woke-up with severe head pain and confusion. The patient felt significant headache.  The patient also has blurred vision.
The patient tells me that since the event, the patient had significant headaches almost on an everyday basis.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient has migraine headaches.  The patient has had light sensitivity.  The patient also has sound sensitivity.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient tells me that her memory is not as good as previously.
The patient was working as a dental technician in the military.  The patient is currently retired.  However, the light sensitivity and sound sensitivity has significant affect due to her work as the dental technician.  Specifically, the loud drill has significantly affecting her performance at work and also treating with headaches.  Headaches affecting the concentration and focus.  The blurred vision is also affecting her work as a dental technician.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient has sustained lightning strike, in August 1997.  She bounced off from the tree.  Injuring she landed on the ground and hit her head.  The patient tells me that she hit the head on the cement ground.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness for five minutes.  When she woke-up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  Since the event, the patient had significant headache almost in an everyday basis.  The patient has sound sensitivity, light sensitivity, and blurred vision.  The patient tells me that the loud sound has affected her to work as a dental technician because they were loud drills at work. The patient also has significant headache on everyday basis, which is the affecting her concentration and focus.  On examination, the patient also has memory issues.  She missed she only scored 2/5, and five-minute short-term recall. It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient has loss of consciousness as she was struck by lightning and hit her head onto the ground.  The patient has immediate loss of consciousness.  Now she has severe headache, light sensitivity, sound sensitivity, ringing in the ears, and blurred vision.  It is my opinion that these symptoms are residual from her traumatic brain injury.
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
