PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Expiratory wheezes noted in the bilateral lobes.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

LABS: Labs in office, COVID and flu. The flu was negative. COVID was positive.

DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection, COVID, cough and flu-like symptoms.
