No concerns at this time.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, GERD, and erectile dysfunction.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Cholecystectomy and hernia repair.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is in no acute distress. Alert and oriented x 3.
EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Hypertension, dyslipidemia, GERD, and erectile dysfunction.
PLAN: We will refill those medications for those treatments. We will also draw labs in the office today to verify the patient’s A1c and we will call the results and see him in 90 days for medication refill. The patient is discharged at this time.
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
