PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.
ALLERGIES: PROMETHAZINE.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reports occasional alcohol and tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake, alert and oriented. No acute distress.
EENT: Eyes: Shows left eye swollen and shut, unable to open for examination. Nose: Clear. No rhinorrhea. Throat: No edema. No erythema. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with full range of motion.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Left eye edema and pain, foreign object inside.
PLAN: Will be referral for ophthalmology. She has an appointment with ophthalmology in one hour and states they are going straight over there, after here. The patient was discharged in stable condition. No further questions.
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
