HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents today with an insect bite under her left eye. No changes in vision. No discomfort, but did notice some swelling and redness. This occurred three days ago. She is unsure of what kind of insect it was that bit her.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, tonsil removal, ovarian cyst and neck fusion.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol or tobacco use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a 70-year-old female in no acute distress, alert and oriented x3.
EENT: Within normal limits. Airway is patent.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

EXTREMITIES: Nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions. Focused skin exam under the left eye noted puncture wound with three blisters, has purulent drainage filled blisters. They are nontender to the touch and not cystic.
ASSESSMENT: Cellulitis.
PLAN: We will treat with Keflex for the next 10 days. The patient advised to follow up with dermatology if infection does not go away or ophthalmology if vision starts having changes. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
