They were advised they need to wait 24 to 48 hours; if it occurred again, then follow up with their primary to get a referral to neurology that is what they are here for today which is neurology referral. There has been no seizure since then. No family history of seizures. No new medications. No recent travel. No use of recreational drugs noted.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section, T&A, and hernia repair.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of alcohol, drug use or recreational drug use.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: This is a pleasant 21-year-old female, alert and oriented x3, no acute distress.
EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and reactive to light. Ears: Clear. No tympanic membrane bulging. Nose: Clear and patent. Throat: No edema. No erythema.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rash or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Seizures.
PLAN: We will refer her to neurology at this time. The patient is discharged in stable condition.
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
