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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is an 86-year-old white female that is followed in the clinic because of the deterioration of the kidney function that she experienced when she was treated with multiple antibiotics for the ulcerations that she had in the lower extremities. Lately, she had a laboratory workup that was done on September 6, 2024, in which the creatinine was 1.45, the BUN 32 and the estimated GFR 35.2 mL/min. Serum electrolytes are within normal limits. Liver function tests are within normal limits.

2. The patient has a history of type II diabetes that has controlled very well with the administration of the diet. She has a fasting blood sugar that has been around 95 and the hemoglobin A1c was 6%.

3. Hyperlipidemia. The total cholesterol is 177, the HDL is 68, the LDL is 89 and the triglycerides 97.

4. The patient used to have anemia, but her hemoglobin is up to 12.4, is no longer present.
5. The patient _______ and has been taking vitamin B12.

6. Microalbumin-to-creatinine ratio is 12. Very stable condition. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
