CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for work-related injuries.
The patient stated that left shoulder elbow pain is less; however, she noticed pain in the left elbow on the medial side and the pain level is 5 or 6. The patient is using left arm sling at least four to five hours a day and also she is doing stretching exercise even though it is limited. Left wrist pain was less and the pain level is 4 to 5.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, or vomiting.

OBJECTIVE:
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Examination reveals less tenderness of the left shoulder joint; however, range of movement is painful. There is tenderness of the medial and lateral epicondyle of the left elbow and range of movement is causing pain.
Left wrist examination reveals less tenderness and there is no significant swelling at this time.
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
