CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right knee pain.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that right knee pain has been bothering him for the past one and half months and it is progressively getting worse. The right knee pain level is 6 or 7 and it is relieved after resting.

The patient also has right leg lymphedema and has been seen by a specialist and also obtaining physical therapy.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or loss of consciousness.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
