CHIEF COMPLAINT: Pain in the left foot and pain in the left heel.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has noticed pain in the left foot and left heel for the past three to four days and pain is worse in the left heel upon any weightbearing. The patient had some mild pain in the past but not this intense. Also there is skin crack on the left heel. The patient has not noticed any pus discharge.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, calf swelling or leg swelling.

OBJECTIVE:
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or edema. Left foot examination reveals tenderness of the heel and it is slightly swollen and also hot feeling without any discharge or bleeding. The patient is able to ambulate with assistance.
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
