CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right hip pain and followup for hypercholesterolemia and gout.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has severe pain in the right hip and has difficulty walking. The patient has seen the orthopedic physician and is scheduled for right hip replacement at *_________* Medical Center. Pain level is 7 or 8.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, short of breath, nausea, vomiting, or foot pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for gout and he is on allopurinol 100 mg once a day and low-purine diet.

The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on simvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient was on meloxicam on and off. He does not have any GI symptoms.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient lives with his wife and the patient currently retired and he never smoked cigarettes or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.

OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors. There is no sign of gout.
Right hip examination reveals tenderness of the hip joint. Range of movement is limited due to pain. The patient is able to ambulate with slow gait.
