Ms. Ballard is a 74-year-old woman currently on hospice with endstage COPD. The patient lives alone with the help of hospice aides and nurses. Her symptoms consist of shortness of breath, air hunger, recent exacerbation of shortness of breath requiring antibiotics and steroids, ADL dependency, peripheral vascular disease, bowel and bladder incontinence, tachycardia, O2 sats 92% on room air, continues to smoke; does not want to stop smoking at this time, gets very short of breath on traveling to the bathroom. The patient also has right hip because of avascular necrosis, but is not a candidate for surgical intervention. Overall prognosis remains poor. KPS score is at 40%. Given the patient’s current status, she most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease.
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
