The patient presents with history of slight cough and congestion for two days per mother.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Since starting of school this year, teachers have complained about more aggressive behavior has been reported to her plus there is a new class, states he does have Spanish-speaking teachers, she is unsure how many children are in the class. Advised to discuss all this with her psychiatrist when she talks to her on the phone with suggestion to go to his class and observe behavior there and interaction with other children and relate any information there to the psychiatrist. He should be in a very supportive environment with other autistic children.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Described pinkness to tip of penis for the past three days, playing with penis at school reported by mother as well, history of autism; has been referred to Legacy Psychiatric Clinic in Houston where he has been evaluated and has been placed in the clinic to be there last visit without followup, to be seen on 09/27/2024 on virtual visit.

FINAL DIAGNOSES: Autism and apparent balanitis from history.

PLAN: Given prescription for Lotrisone and a Z-PAK suspension if does not clear in a few days.
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
