CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with complaints of dizzy spells having to lie down for the past two days, also with history of pain right posterior upper molar for one day and also describes foggy feeling for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Apparent myocardial infarction 24 years ago and also history of a CVA with left hemiparesis greater than 10 years ago. He states he was in Hermann Hospital for a week with COVID infection two years ago with blood clots without followup.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Works on utility.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Essentially within normal limits. Extremities: Essentially within normal limits. Neurological: Essentially within normal limits. Skin: Essentially within normal limits.

The patient was advised to go to the local emergency room because of unclear neurovascular status with possible ischemic process involving brain or heart with questionable arrhythmia in view of past history without further medical evaluation. The patient elected not to receive treatment here, seemed unlikely to go to emergency room. Advised that the patient could return here in the morning for EKG, not able to do tonight, if he chose to, but recommended to go to the emergency room as soon as possible for further evaluation.
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
