CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 85-year-old female with a history of hypertension, referred for evaluation.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is an 85-year-old female with a history of syncope, and hypertension, who is seen for initial evaluation. She has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, or palpitations. She denies any other complaints at this time.

MEDICATIONS:

5. Carvedilol 25 mg one daily.

6. Alendronate 75 mg q. weekly.

7. Ascorbic acid 250 mg one daily.

8. Aspirin 81 mg one daily.

9. Atorvastatin 20 mg one h.s.

10. Cholecalciferol 400 units one daily.

11. Estradiol 10 mcg one vaginally h.s.

ALLERGIES: SULFA – she stated that she was diagnosed with sulfa allergy at age 4, unclear reaction.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Mother had high blood pressure. Her son has diabetes. She is a retired teacher who taught English.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Constitutional: No weight loss or weight gain.

Skin: Unremarkable.
Eyes: The patient wears glasses.
Ears: She has deafness.

Gastrointestinal: Unremarkable.
Genitourinary: Unremarkable.
Musculoskeletal: She has right knee pain.
Psychiatric: She reports insomnia.
Remainder of the review of systems is unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress. 

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 168/94, pulse 66, respiratory rate 16, height 64”, and weight 182.8 pounds.
Cardiovascular: There is a soft systolic murmur in the aortic region, otherwise unremarkable.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.

IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertension, uncontrolled.
2. History of osteopenia.
3. History of syncope.
4. Cardiac murmur.
RECOMMENDATION: CBC, chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, and urinalysis. She should be referred for echocardiogram. I will see her post echo.
