Dear Dr. Reichmann:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mr. Michael for stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, severe COPD, and hypertension.  His wife is also present for the visit.  His weight is stable.  His wife and he believed that he is doing well as well as can be expected for an 84-year-old patient.  No hospitalizations since his last visit March 18, 2024.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood, or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations.  He has dyspnea on exertion but none at rest.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  He does have stable edema of the lower extremities that is minimal.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed and is unchanged from his previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 160 pounds, pulse 67, oxygen saturation is 96% on room air, and blood pressure 148/86.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done on September 10, 2024.  Creatinine is 1.82 with estimated GFR of 34, albumin 3.8, calcium 10, electrolytes are normal, phosphorus 2.9, intact parathyroid hormone 119 down from 121.2, hemoglobin 12.6, normal white count, and platelets 149,000.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels.  No progression of disease and no indication for dialysis.

2. COPD without exacerbation.

3. Hypertension.  The patient will have lab studies done every three months and he will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
