CC: Increased anxiety in question of hallucinations.
HPI: An 80-year-old female seen sitting in the dining area, her daughter Angela was present. The patient looked in good spirits. There were couple of other women at the table and they were all somewhat interacting. Daughter states when I spoke with her that her mother just seems to be a little bit anxious, which she has been in the past, but it seems to have been controlled here and Angela reports that she was having some hallucinations and that was relayed via a phone call between mother and daughter. Staff have not necessarily seeing that. When I saw her, her hair looked good. Apparently her daughter took her out to a salon and it looked quite good and complemented her.
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia with the recent staging BPSD, which has decreased depression, and HLD.
MEDICATIONS: Lipitor 40 mg h.s., Aricept 10 mg h.s., Relpax p.r.n. for headache and lorazepam 0.5 mg b.i.d. p.r.n.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
DIET: Regular.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 114/82, pulse 81, temperature 97.9, respiratory rate 18, and weight 128.4 pounds, which is stable and good weight for the patient.
MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulating independently. No edema. Moves arms normally.
NEURO: She made eye contact with me. She knew who I was soft-spoken clear speech, but just kind of random in content.
SKIN: Warm, dry, intact and good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Increased anxiety. The patient is on Zoloft 100 mg q.d. I am increasing to 150 mg q.d. given its indication for anxiety is explained to daughter who is in agreement. Hydroxyzine 25 mg b.i.d. routine will be started to see if that does not help with the anxiety until the Zoloft, fully kicks in and then we will pull back on the Hydroxyzine and Ativan 0.5 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. will continue.
